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Background

Under the umbrella of TRANSCAN-3 (ERA-NET: Sustained collaboration of national and regional programmes in
cancer research), 21 funding organisations have agreed to launch a Joint Transnational Call (JTC 2024) for
collaborative translational research projects on cancer combination therapies.

Participating TRANSCAN-3 funding organisations wish to promote innovative interdisciplinary collaboration and
truly translational research projects.

Research projects submitted within this call should be based on novel ideas stemming from consolidated
previous results and will be endowed with a strong translational research orientation. Project proposals should
also clearly demonstrate their potential health impact as well as added value of transnational collaboration.
Sharing of relevant results, data sets and/or resources within transnational research consortia is a prerequisite
for funding.

Research proposals should be built on an effective, multidisciplinary and multi-professional collaboration
between academic, clinical, epidemiological or public health research teams and industry. Researchers’
exchanges within the consortium are encouraged.

In order to ensure target-oriented projects, availability of and/or access to clinical biomaterial banks (cells,
tissue, blood, DNA, organs, fluids etc.) and related clinical data of subjects (patient cohorts with comprehensive
clinical documentation and characterisation) must be secured and explained. Biomaterial banks must be
maintained with "Standard Operation Procedures" (SOPs for extraction, transport, processing, storage and
further usage) and previous use and benefit documented by respective publications.

Submission of proposals

The TRANSCAN-3 JTC 2024 will be implemented through a two-stage submission procedure: pre-proposals and
full proposals.

Both pre- and full proposals must be written in English and must be submitted by the coordinator of the project
as PDF files, using the form that can be downloaded from the electronic submission system or from the
TRANSCAN website.

The submission must be made through the dedicated electronic submission system PT-Outline exclusively, at

https://ptoutline.eu/app/transcan2024.

Registration is required before submission of the proposal.
Original signed versions of either pre- or full proposals are not required. For the second stage, please note that
full proposals will only be accepted from applicants explicitly invited by the JCS to submit them.

Both pre-proposals and full proposals must be submitted within the deadlines indicated below. Please note
that in addition the submission of the proposal via the central online submission system, a submission of
documents on the national level might be necessary. Please check below “ANNEX 1. National /Regional
Regulations”.

Call deadlines will be strictly enforced and the electronic system will not allow submissions after call deadlines.
Please take into account that online data entry may be overloaded on the deadline. It is therefore
recommended to upload all the required material in due time.

In parallel, the JCS will
forward the proposals to the relevant TRANSCAN-3 national/regional funding organisations that will perform a
formal check for compliance with their respective eligibility criteria. Proposals passing both checks will be
evaluated by independent international scientific experts.

Please note that after submission it is not possible to amend the proposal or to add further documents.

Pre-proposal structure

One joint pre-proposal (in English) shall be prepared by the partners and be submitted to the JCS by the project
coordinator.

Please note that it is mandatory that applicants use the pre-proposal application form provided within the PT-
Outline Electronic Submission System, and that pre-proposals comply with the length indicated for each section.

Pre-proposals that do not comply with these rules will be rejected. Proposals must be written in English and
submitted to the JCS by the project coordinator as a PDF file through the electronic system exclusively.

Full proposal structure

Information provided in the pre-proposal application is binding for the entire application process. Thus, any
substantial changes between pre-proposal and full proposal (e.g. title, acronym, composition of the consortia,
objectives of the project, etc.) must be communicated in advance to the JCS with detailed justification and will
only be allowed by the Call Steering Committee (CSC) under exceptional circumstances.

Please note that it is mandatory to use the full proposal application form downloaded from the on-line
submission system and to comply with the length indicated. Full proposals not complying with these rules will
be rejected.
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Important reminders for all applicants

Applicants should refer to the national/regional eligibility criteria and requirements (Annex 1) and should
contact their respective national/regional funding organisation contact persons prior to submitting their
application. An eligibility check is mandatory for some national/regional funding organisations before the
submission deadline (see above).

The JCS will assess proposals to ensure that they meet the call’s formal criteria [e.g. date of submission; number
of participating research groups, type of project partners (academic, clinical/public health and industrial/SMEs),
and inclusion of all necessary information in English, document length]. In parallel, the JCS will forward
proposals to the relevant TRANSCAN national/regional funding organisations that will perform a formal check
of compliance with their respective eligibility criteria. Proposals passing both checks will be forwarded to
independent international scientific experts for evaluation.

Please note that once the JTC 2024 is closed it is not possible to amend an application or add additional
documents.

Start of the projects and Consortium Agreement

In order to ensure a proper conduct of the project activities, a Consortium Agreement (CA) must be signed
between the partners. The research consortium is strongly encouraged to sign this CA before the official project
start date. In any case the CA must be signed no later than six (6) months after the official project start date.
The CA must address the following issues: governance structure and decision-making process, responsibilities
between the partners and subsequent liability, reporting, ownership and use of research results, IPR,
publications, confidentiality. Upon request, copy of the CA will be communicated to the concerned TRANSCAN-
3 JTC 2024 funding organisations.

Consortium partners of projects selected for funding will decide between them on a common start date for the
project, which would be the reference date for yearly and final reports and extensions. The official start date
shall be communicated by the project coordinator to the JCS and shall appear in the consortium agreement.

The principal investigator must be employed at the Austrian research institution applying for funding at the time
the project is scheduled to begin. Their salary is financed either by the research institution or by the project as a
grant-salaried researcher (see section 2.3.1.1 in the Guidelines). If the principal investigator is employed part-time
at the start of the project, project funds can be used to increase the extent of employment to full time.
Researchers who are predominantly working abroad during the project may act as principal investigators if they
are employed at the Austrian research institution applying for funding at the time of application and for the entire
duration of the project. The extent of employment at the Austrian research institution not funded by the FWF
must be at least 25%.

It should be noted that for principal investigators, the number of ongoing/approved projects in the Principal
Investigator Projects, International, Clinical Research, and Arts-Based Research programs is limited to a maximum
of 3 projects. For further information on restrictions concerning the permissible number of applications and
ongoing projects, please see Restriction on the number of projects.

Eligibility of costs, types and their caps

Only project-specific costs are eligible for funding. These include personnel and non-personnel costs that are
needed to carry out the project and that are not included in the infrastructure provided by the research institution
(for more information please see section 2.3 of the Guidelines). This includes: Personnel, Consumables, Animals,
Subcontracts, Equipment, Travel, Documentation. Overheads are not eligible costs. The FWF does not finance the
infrastructure or basic equipment of research institutions.

Subcontracts must be well justified, i.e. must represent the only or the most economical way to have the work
performed; please contact FWF directly for clarification of individual cases.

The current FWF salary scale indicates the salaries that may be requested.

In addition, funding may be requested for project-specific work at the associated research institution(s) where
associated research partner(s) work. Associated research partners are researchers working on a project-specific
basis at other Austrian research institutions (associated research institutions) and who are making a significant
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scientific/scholarly contribution to the project. The Associated Research Partner form must be completed for these
researchers, if applicable. This form is accessible during the submission procedure via elane (see below). Funds are
disbursed from the lead research institution to the associated research institution(s). Associated research
institutions report directly to the FWF to account for funds used at their institution. For information on applying
for personnel costs for the principal investigator’s own salary, please see section 2.3.1.1 of the Guidelines. Please
note that exaggerated cost projections may be grounds for rejection, even if a proposal is otherwise excellent.

Submission of the proposal at the national
level

FWF Submission:

In addition to the application at the call secretariat administrative and financial data must be submitted online to
the FWF using the elane digital application portal within the given deadline. This is required for both the
preproposal and the full proposal stage.

Project funding is administered through the research institutions (PROFI); this means the application must be
approved for submission by both the applicant and the respective research institution (= lead research institution).
All forms required for the application must be completed online; other required documents must be uploaded in
full before the application can be approved for submission by the research institution. For additional information,
please see the elane user manual.
